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BOOK FUND
Grants for translation of the Ukrainian modern literature
The BOOK FUND is a part of the Cultural Horizons Program to promote Ukrainian literature abroad. The grant program supports publication of the translated text outside Ukraine in order to promote Ukraine and Ukrainian literature, to support intercultural dialogue and to exchange cultural values through literature. Popularization of the Ukrainian literature will have also positive effect on cultural life in Ukraine, intensification of cultural exchanges and international cooperation
Who can apply: publishing houses abroad Ukraine.
Eligibility: translation of the Ukrainian fiction like essays, documentaries, social and political essays, which were published during the last 50 years. Translation of the poetry is not eligible.
Grants could cover copyright, translation itself and interpreter’s fee. The grant-giving procedure includes two stages: the first part of the grant (50% of total grant amount) will be issued to the applicant after obtaining copyright for translation and signing an agreement with the interpreter. The rest of amount will be transferred to the applicant when the translation is completed.
Application forms have to be submitted in English and Ukrainian.

Deadline:  Twice per year – 15 April and 15 October.
Program Board of the Open Ukraine Foundation will evaluate applications during 45 days from the date of submission. Applicant will be informed about the evaluation results via e-mail.
